the plands. Excretions, by which we mean thofe that e-
vacnate fuperfluous and heterogenzous bumours, puri-
fy the mals of blood : the humours which are genera-
ted in the blood are excreted by the glands, and are
replaced by a fudicient quantity of aliment,

EXCRETORY, ia aratomy, a term applied to certain
little dufls or vetlels, deltined for the reception of a
fluid, fecreted in certain glandules, and other vilcera, for
the excretion of itintheappropriated places.

Lettzry of Excurration, in Scots law, a writ or

EXCURSION, in aftronomy, is ufed in 2 fyaonymous
fenfe with elongation. See ELowncaTiow.

EXECRATION, in antiquity, a kind of punithment,
confifting of dweful cuifes and merks of infamy ¢ fuch
wag that ufed againit Philip king of Macedon, by the
Athepians. A general affembly of the people being
called, they made a decree, that all the flatues and ima-
ged of that king, and of all his anceftors, thould be de-
molithed, and their very names razed ; that zll the fe.
(tivals, faceed rites, priefts, and whatever elfe had been
inftituted in honour of him, thould be prophaned ; that
the very places where there had been anry monument
or infertption to hig honrour, thould be deteftable; that
nothing fhould be fet up, or dedicated in them, which
could be done in clean places: and, Jafly, that the
priefls, as often asthey prayed for the Achenian people,
allies, armies, and fleets, fhould as many times detell
and execrate Philip, his children, kingdom, {and and fea
forces, and the whole race and name of the Macedonians,

EXECUTION, in a general fenfe, the aé of accom-
plithing, finithing, or atchieving any thing.

EXECUTOR, in Scots law, fignifies either the perfon

EXECUTRY, in Scots law, is the moveable effate fall-
ing to the exccutor. Under executry, or moveables, is
comprehended every thing that moves itfelf, or can be
moaved ; fuch as corns, cattle, furnitare, ready money,

EXEDRJA, in antiquity, a general name for fuch build-
ings as were diftint from the main body of the church.
es, and yet withinthe limits of the church takenin its
fargelt fenfe.

EXEGESIS, a difcourfe by way of explanationor com-
ment upon any fubject. In the Scorch univerfites,
there is an exercife among the f{tudents in divinity,
called an exepefis, in which a queftion is flated by the
refpondent, who is then oppofed by two or three other
ftudents in their wrns 3 during which time the profef-

Exterciss, in mibtary affairs, is the ranping a body of
foldiers in form of bautle, and making them perform
the feveral motions and miliary evolutions with dif.
ferent management of their arms, in order to make
them expere therein,

EXERCITOR, in Scots law, he who employs a thip
in 1wrade, whether he be owner, or only freights her
from the owner.

EXERGUM, among antiguarians, u litde fpace around
or without the figures 0? a medal, Jeft for the inferip-
tion, cypher, device, date, e,

EXETER, the capital city of Devonthire, firnated on

EXFOLIATLO&, a term ufed by furgeons for the

_ fealing of a bone, or its rifing and feparating into thin
laminz or fcales.

EXHALATION, a general term for all efluvia or fleams
raifed from the furFace of the earth in form of vapour.

EXHIBIT, in law, is where a deed, or other writing,
being produced in a chancery fuit, 1o be proved by
witneffes, the examiner, or commiffioner appointed
for the examination of any fach, certifies on the back
of the deed or writing, that the fame was fhewn to
the witpels at the time of his examination, and by
him fworn to.

EXHORTATION, in rhetoric, differs only from fua-
fion, as being more dire@ly addrefled to the paffions,
EXIGENT, mnlaw, a writ which lies where the de.
fendant in a perfonal adtion cannot be found, nor any
effiells of his within the county, by which he may be

attached or diftrained.

EXIGENTERS, four cflicers in the court of comenon-
pleas, who make all exigents and proclamations, in all
aftions where procefs og outlawry lies.
